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· Organise your file by using dividers with the following sub-topics:
1. Myself
2. Classroom
3. Family
4. Free Time
5. Routine
6. Home
7. Exam 

· Hand in all your work on time.
· Spend just 10 minutes a week on learning vocabulary and/or grammar regularly, not just when a learning homework is set. You should be spending at least 30mins a week on Spanish homework.
· Use online resources to help you at home to revise, to practise vocabulary or to look up words (but NOT to translate!). Useful websites are at: www.delicious.com/LanguagesRevisionArnoldSchool. Click on Spanish and lowerschool or gcse to get websites that are useful for you.
· Come to Spanish Clinic if you need help and take advantage of the Language Assistants and the MFL Clubs that we offer.
· In January you will do an exam – you will be assessed in reading and writing. Listening and speaking will be assessed throughout the year in class.
· In June you will do an exam – you will be assessed in reading and writing, listening and speaking.
· If you are unsure about anything, just ask! I am more than happy to help, but I cannot read minds so it is your job to tell me if you do not understand anything.
