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Near Future & Simple Future Help Sheet
This sheet is to help you see the difference between

the near future and the simple future.


Simple Future (Futuro Simple)





The simple future allows you to talk about what you will do in the future.





This is an easy tense to remember as the same endings get added to all the infinitives.





Person 		-ar-er-ir





I			-é			


You (singular)		-ás		


He/she/it		-á		


We 			-emos	


You (plural)		-éis		


They 			-an		





There are, however, some irregular verbs:


caber�yo cabré�
poner�yo pondré�
decir�yo diré�

poder�yo podré�
tener�yo tendré�
venir�yo vendré�

querer�yo querré�
valer�yo valdré�

Note that compound verbs based on the irregular verbs inherit the same irregularities.








Near Future (Futuro Cercano) 





The near future allows you to talk about the future using the structure “ir + infinitive”. It’s not that different from the English “I am going to…”





These are the parts of ir








Person 		Ir		





I			Voy				


You (singular)		Vas			


He/she/it		Va		+	infinitive		


We 			Vamos			eg. comer


You (plural)		Vais			     hablar


They 			Van			     vivr








You can even change the tense of ir to create other tenses.


e.g.	Iba a visitar a mis abuelos 


I was going to visit my grandparents





Fui a visitar a mis abuelos


I went to visit my grandparents





Iría a visitar a mis abuelos


I would go to visit my grandparents














Conditional Tense  





The conditional tense explains what could or would happen.





This is an easy tense to remember as the same endings get added to all the infinitives.





Person 		-ar-er-ir





I			-ía			


You (singular)		-ías		


He/she/it		-ía		


We 			-íamos


You (plural)		-íais		


They 			-ían		








The irregular verbs are the same as in the future tense.
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
